Now in its third year, The PC Scholars Program continues to attract high interest from
Cleveland Metropolitan School District (CMSD) students. The PC Scholars Program
focuses on improving the lives of select CMSD students through leadership, academic
preparedness and career preparedness. The program is led by African-American entre-
preneurs and other business leaders in Northeast Ohio, who help the students learn,

and then apply, personal development, human interaction, work place knowhow, and improved Ohio Graduation Test (OGT) scores.

Our initial class of 16 students from 2008 remains committed to excellence, and we are proud to say that they are on track to graduate and

move on to college after completing their senior year. We hope to see them back eventually so that they can mentor future PC Scholars classes.

This fall, after carefully evaluating scores of applications, we selected and welcomed our third and largest class yet with 23 new sophomores.
As in past years, our incoming class represents a broad spectrum of CMSD schools and showcases students with diverse interests,

backgrounds, and goals.
